On Saturday and Sunday 29th -30th March we will mark the 100th Anniversary 

of Rudolf Steiner’s Death on the 30th March 1925. This event has been prepared 

jointly by the Anthroposophical Festival Group and members of The Christian 

Community and will take place mostly in Elmfield apart from the address and the Act 

of Consecration of Man on Sunday morning.
